Pig doesn’t have an official job. He mostly wanders around looking for fun. But every 
once in a while he will score a simple, low paying job, like carrying out delivering 
burgers for Sky Burger or applying to be the new Picklemart mascot. These jobs 
usually only last a day because Pig is such a doofus that always screws everything 
up. 
 
One of Pig’s weaknesses is pickles, and sometimes his pickle-lust can get him and 
others into trouble. 
 
Things Pig likes: Eating pickles, climbing Mount Picklemanjaro, snooping around 
Cricket’s lab and playing with his “toys”, his fourth best friend in the whole wide world 
Angry Old Raisin, Chalawunga Day, fudge bubbles, TV, eating cheese pencils with 
his sweetheart Delooney Hamshank in his abandoned Apache helicopter…

Any misstep and 
Banana is fired!

Cricket has a crush on Goat, but Goat never realizes it and treats him like a 
brother. Cricket actually likes her temper and thinks it’s adorable.

The one-stop-shop for anything 
pickled. It’s akin to an amusement park 
with a pickle train, pickle waterfall and 
Mount Picklemanjaro. It even has it’s 
own mascot, Pickleman. Pig’s most 
favorite place in all of Boopelite.
