Banana is kind of like the jerky brother of the group.. He usually takes his 
roommates for granted, except when some outside force is threatening it. 
Then he’ll snap into action to protect them. 
 
Banana LOVES pizza, tacos, video games and generally “doin’ nuthin.”   He 
considers himself a master prankster and he has a lot of bluster and big talk, 
but at his core he is a softy.  
  
Banana has a job as a Forest Ranger, but knows nothing about nature.   His 
boss is Ranger Rhino, a tough, hard nosed, no-nonsense guy that Banana 
spends most of the day hiding from. Any misstep and Banana is fired! 



“Holy laser farts!” 

Cricket is insatiably curious about science. He’s into the thrill 
of experimenting but sometimes this comes at the expense of 
his friends’ well being and can be dangerous (“I don’t even 
know what will happen!”) It often leads to trouble for him or 
the group.

LOCATIONS 



Boopelite City is like one gigantic, whirring Rube Goldberg contraption. Many of the buildings look like archaic 
clockworks, or 1950s radios.  The streets are constantly teeming with characters of wildly varied description. A 
lumbering triceratops might walk alongside all kinds of weird cars while ducking the odd flying saucer. Meanwhile 
the sidewalks are crammed with animals, robots, walking fruit, and sea creatures, to name a few. 



This is the place where they all live. It is much 
like Dr. Who’s Tardis, apparently small from the 
outside, but incredibly spacious on the inside.  
 
It has all the things most houses have like a 
cozy living room where Pig, Goat, Banana, and 
Cricket all hang out together. But it also has a 
futuristic laboratory where Cricket does all his 
work.  
 
There is a rehearsal space in the living room 
for Goat to perfect her singing, and four 
bedrooms that reflect each roommate’s 
personality.  
 
The house sits right in the middle of Boopelite 
City, surrounded by the forest, the sea, and 
everywhere else they could possibly go. 



Head down any tube in the treehouse walls, and you’ll end up in Cricket’s lab. Be careful, no 
touching! Cricket is able to dream up his inventions, save (or destroy) the world, and hang 
out with his lab assistant – Burgerstein. Like the treehouse, you can never be too sure how 

large or small Cricket’s lab is… 



The one-stop-shop for 
anything pickled. It’s akin 

to an amusement park 
with a pickle train, pickle 

waterfall and Mount 
Picklemanjaro. It even has 

it’s own mascot, 
Pickleman. Pig’s most 
favorite place in all of 

Boopelite.  
 



The Forest is a lush, deep petri dish of weird creatures and bizarre vegetation. The life forms 
in the forest can range anywhere from the simplest, most mundane animals like a chocolate 
moose, to mind-blowing mythological beasts like the Gunk Knuckler. As Banana is a nature 

guide, he spends a great deal of time hanging out in the forest and at the Ranger HQ, 
avoiding work; usually playing video games, and generally goofing off.  



An underwater city located at the bottom of the Sea. Catlantis is a mystical, underwater 
oasis ruled by Prince Mermeow. It is home to the Catlantians, a race of green underwater 
cat people who always look upon the surface dwellers with great suspicion & contempt. 



This Narnia-esc world is divided; one half is the cutest place ever conceived, made entirely of candy with cinnamon 
roll clouds and is ruled by Lady Primavera Van De Snuggles. The other half is a dark and twisted forest, home to the 
Skunkataurs. Here it’s a constant battle between adorable and thorny.
